VENUE:

River Run Lodge in Ketchum is an outdoor, grassy area at the base of Bald Mountain, which is the main ski mountain in the
Ketchum / Sun Valley area. There are no seats in this venue — it is a lawn. People can bring low-backed chairs, blankets and
picnics (bottles and cans are permitted — we’'ll have recycling too!). The venue will be very full with this sold-out show, we ask
that people be considerate when choosing their spot — as you'll need to pack in closely.

FOOD AND BEVERAGES:
Sun Valley Resort will be selling drinks (full bars) and food during the concert. If you'd prefer to keep your life simple the day of
the concert, you can forget organizing a picnic and just buy what you need at the show!

SEATS / CHAIRS:
There are no seats provided at this venue. Patrons need to plan on sitting directly on the lawn or on bringing a blanket or low
backed chair.

WEATHER:
The concert begins at 7:30. Daytime averages for July are 81 degrees, nighttime averages 43 degrees. Plan to bring a jacket,
as once the sun goes down behind the mountain, the temperature will drop significantly.
